Labor bat. 0 amp Gordon. He made to her an allotment while in 
the service. Allotment No. S ;5494o59. She does notknO\'t his 
aerial No. He wasinducted into service about March or April 
1918 and was discharged about Jany 1919. 

As I understand he vJae killed in Tulsa Oklahoma in 
1921. She has never received anything in way of Pemsion, 
0 on:;pensation certificate o~~M?"swiea. She tells me -
that O.L. was unmarried aMshe is or vras his only depehl:lant. 

As you lnovr this must be all free work so far as I 
run concerned but if you will send instructions and blanks I 
will try to get them started'. for hei· if you think under 
facts above set f0rth there may be anything due her.
